High School Boy’s League Special Rules

1. All high school basketball rules are in effect. Any style defense may be employed.

2. Each player must play in at least half of every game and must sit for a minimum of two minutes per half. No exceptions! (with 6 or more players)

3. A team may play with only four players present at the start of the game. The opposing team has the option of playing with 4 or 5 players. If less than four players are available for the start of the game, after 10 minutes from the scheduled starting time, the game is forfeited.

4. If a player fouls out of the game, leaving his team with only 4 eligible players, the following applies:

a. This player (and not someone else who had fouled out previously) may remain in the game with the following stipulation:

i. Any fouls acquired by any member of the team will carry a one shot team technical free throw plus any free throws that may apply as a result of this foul.

ii. The opposing team is also awarded the ball out of bounds following the technical free throw.

b. This player may be removed from the game at any time and his team then allowed to continue to play with 4 players. Should any fouls occur under these conditions (4 players on the floor), no technical foul is to be assessed.

c. This ruling applies solely to this fouled out player. At no time can the team play with four players with the fouled player being one of the 4 participants on the floor and another player sitting out.

5. No abusive or profane language shall be used by any players or coaches directed towards any opposing player, coach or game official.

6. Coaches and non-participating players must remain on their respective benches at all times during the course of the game.

7. All official’s decisions are final and not subject to change.

8. 2 times outs per half allowed. One timeout per OT period.
9. Overtime is an extension of the 2nd half and is 2 minutes long. Fouls carry over (ex: if a team has 7 fouls at the end of regulation then the first foul in OT is their 8th.).
10. If a player is ejected from a game for unsportsmanlike behavior (ie. receiving 2 technical fouls in a game) he is also disqualified for playing in his team’s next game.  If a player is ejected a 2nd time the player will not be able to participate in the league for one calendar year from the incident.  There are no appeals.
